What weseeatiay have happened is
the receiver has lost contact and gone into reset mode bought about by loywiditige. The reset takes be-
tween 2 to 5 seconds during which time the receiver is in fail SafarfSad) which is set at the time the receiv
is bound to the transmitter. It puts the controls into the position they tyeitelze time of binding. So hopefull
all controls were in their neutral positions. At the speed these glgrikis rebinding time is far too slow, so if
you are going to use a Spektrum make sure the following is not allow to happen.

Why think it's a low voltage problem. The battery pack is a 600Mha 4 cell pack. It's had been used previg
and was only given a 2 hour charge on a standard charger the night before.

Consideration should be given to specification of the on-board battery(s) usedeorpdi® and servos but re-
member to build in a good margin of error to compensate for unexpected load. Using pdmeslsource will
optimise that margin and help guarantee maintaining the level of voltagesaegés retain control of the plane

While Spektrum’s receivers’ minimum operational voltage is 3.5 volts,ightyrecommended the system be
tested per the guidelines below to a minimum acceptable voltage of 4.8uroits ground testing. This will pro-
vide head room to compensate for battery discharging or if the actual tigtis lare greater than the ground tq
loads.

The latest generation of Nickel Metal Hydride batteries incorporate achemistry mandated to be more envi
ronmentally friendly. These batteries when charged with peak detectiohdagers have tendencies to false
peak (not fully charge) repeatedly. These include all brands of NiMh battériesing NiMh packs be especiall
cautious when charging making absolutely sure that the battery is fully chaltgesdecommended to use a

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charger that can display total charge current. Note the number of mAh put irtchadyed pack to verify it hgs
been charged to capacity.

Suggestions

If you are in doubt about receiver voltage and current loads then use a Tkel¥par will get more torque
from your servos and the chance of going below 3.5 volts is minimal.

Use high capacity cells (2000mHa) particularly the new Eneloop cedleiorequivalent. These cells have vegry
low storage loss and come fully charged when new

Use a decent charger that is capable of cycling your cells. Never yauupells, always charge them by putt
ting them through one discharge/recharge cycle and take note of thdéotgd to verify their capacity. This
will allow you to keep track of the aging of the pack over time as well.

If in doubt, don't fly. Go home and check everything out. (again)

BENDING BRASS TUBING

Having trouble bending brass tubing without putting a kink in it? Here is an idea that came from Mr.
Rogers TV show. When brass musical instruments are made they stthave smooth small radius bends in
the tubing. Here is the way they do it:

Remember, the tubing must be annealed (a soft state).

Fill the brass tube with water. Completely full. Ends can be pluged with modeling clay, paraffin wax, or
anything else that will keep the water in.

Then freeze the tube solid. When frozen you can bend it just lik&ire.
Work fairly fast so that the ice doesn't melt before all bends are made

When finished, let it thaw completely, remove plugs, and blowout theater.
