Their nominal voltage level is 3.7 volts per cell

The maximum charged voltage is 4.2 volts per cell. Manufacturers appattdiyhat this voltage should never
exceed 0.05 volts above this level. This allows a little protection fogetsathat are not accurate in measuring
voltages.

The allowable fast charge current should be 1C or less. i.e a 1000mAh packishobhrge at 1 ampere or les§,
1500mAh pack at 1.5 amperes or less etc.

The discharge voltage should be set at no less than 3 volts per cell.

The voltage that they should be stored at when not being used for some timeeiggtiabf time I'm not sur¢
is 3.85 volts per cell.

A 3S pack whose voltages are .25V, 4.10V, and 4.25 Volts is said to be seriously ¢amcé ba. Only 0.15
volts difference. A good balancer should be able to bring this voltage to ek&ctiglts per cell or to at least
within 0.01volts of each other.

So, what should we do?

Either, buy a balancer that fits between your LiPo charger and your hzdtgeypr a charger that has balancing
built in andalways use it Some balancers can be used without the charger and uses energy frots tithael
the pack to charge a lower cell until they are all even. Some chatgge the cells through the balancer plugs,
others have to be plugged into the main power leads and the balancer plugs at ttimesam/ho knows what
best, as long as the cells end up with the same voltages

Never charge a pack up if you are not going to use it for a while. Bettegetill charger that has a storage mpde
function that charges or discharge the pack to is nominal storage voltage.

LiPo packs do not need to be cycled i.e. discharged to their minimal volthgleeancharge. They do not havefa
memory problem. Its is bad enough that they have a 200 charge cycle before theygstaff, the better ones yip
to 500 charges

When you acquire a new pack, condition it before you use it. It should not be run &Qtsafihg for it first few
uses.
